Rules and Regulations

Beach Club II

Restrictions on Use of Units

To assist the Condominium in providing for congenial occupancy and the protection of the value of the Units, it is necessary to prescribe reasonable rules for the use of the Units and Common Elements. It is the responsibility of all owners and occupants to report violations in writing to the association manager. The following Rules shall be subject to amendment by the Board from time to time without formal amendment of the Bylaws:

1.
Parking
a.) No parking space, whether assigned to a Unit Owner or not, shall be used for the storage of a boat, boat trailer, camper or house trailer without the prior written approval of the Board.

b.) Guest parking shall be only in areas designated by the Board.

c.) No vehicles may be stored in the parking area, and no inoperable vehicles may be parked or left upon any portion of the Common Elements.

2.
Pets
a.) No animal, other than common household pets, not to exceed twenty-five (25) pounds per pet, shall be kept in any Unit. No more than one (1) such pet shall be permitted in any Unit at any one time. Common household pets shall not be kept or bred for commercial purposes in any Unit.

b.) A pet may be maintained in a unit so long as it is not a nuisance as determined by the Board of Directors. Actions that will constitute a nuisance, include, but are not limited to, abnormal or unreasonable crying, barking, howling, scratching, and unruly or threatening behavior. 

c.) Owners of pets walked upon the common elements must promptly and properly clean up any solid waste from the animal. All pets must be kept on a leash or in a cage when taken to and from the unit and shall not be allowed to run loose on the common areas. 

3.
Nuisance
a.) Unit owners and their guests shall exercise care to avoid unnecessary noise or the use of musical instruments, radios, televisions and amplifiers in such manner that may disturb other occupants. No unit owner or occupant shall permit or suffer anything to be done or kept upon the condominium property or his or her unit, which will increase the rate of insurance on the condominium. The Board of Directors, in its sole discretion, shall have the right to determine the existence of any such nuisances.

4.
Paint
a.) No owner, guest or other person shall paint the exterior of his Unit without authority and approval of the Board, it being intended to preserve and present a uniform appearance for the Condominium. No owner may otherwise alter the exterior appearance of his Unit.

5. Trash

a.) Garbage and all refuse shall be deposited only in common receptacles provided and maintained by the Association; no other garbage cans or containers of any sort may be placed outside of any Unit.

b.) Removal of all bulk items is the owner/occupant’s responsibility, and these items are not to be placed outside the unit or trash area.

c.) Throwing of garbage or trash outside the disposal installations provided for such purposes in the service area is prohibited.

6. Common Areas

a.) No individual Unit items are permitted to be left in the common landscaped areas in front of the buildings. Personal items left in common areas may be removed by the Association. 

b.) No Unit owner or other resident of the Condominium shall post any advertisements, posters, or signs of any kind, including “for sale” or “for rent” signs on the exterior of any Unit or any Common Element, except as authorized by the Board.

c.) No Unit Owner, resident or lessee shall install wiring for electrical or telephone installation, television antennae, storm doors or windows, machines or air conditioning units, etc., which protrude through the walls or the roof of any building or otherwise visible on the exterior of any building except as authorized by the Board

d.) All sidewalks, entrances and stairways shall not be obstructed or used for any purpose other than ingress and egress

7. Limited Common Areas (Balconies and patios)

a.) Each Unit Owner shall maintain in a neat, presentable and sanitary fashion all Limited Common Elements under his control or designated for his use.

b.) Dusting or shaking out of rugs, towels, bathing suits and the like from the windows or balconies, or by beating on the exterior part of the Condominium is prohibited.

c.) Balconies and patios must be kept in a neat and orderly fashion

d.) No clothing, towels, blankets, laundry or rugs shall be hung from or spread upon or from the patio, balcony, window or exterior portion of a Unit or in or upon any Common Element.

e.) ABSOLUTELY NO HOLES ARE TO BE NAILED, DRILLED, BORED, SCREWED OR SHALL PENETRATE IN ANY OTHER MANNER INTO THE TIMBER BALCONIES, BALCONY SUPPORTS, VINYL SIDING OR BUILDING STRUCTURE.

The following items are allowed to remain on balconies or patios. These items must be maintained in good condition:

f.) No more than two OUTDOOR chairs that match each other

g.) An OUTDOOR table is permissible, providing it matches any OUTDOOR chairs present

h.) No more than three flowerpots of a matching color and design, 16 inches in diameter or less. Three matching rectangular flower boxes may be hung on the INTERIOR of an upstairs balcony in lu of the aforementioned 16” pots

Items not permitted as mentioned above should be removed at the end of the day (ice chest, extra chairs, wind chimes, things one might bring to promote outdoor employment, etc.)  Items not mentioned above, that are left out overnight are not permitted.

8. Grills

No open flame grills or grilling is permitted anywhere on the premises. Electric grills are the only grills permitted for storage or use in the Association. The only exception will be for charcoal grills provided by the Association for the use of residents. Such grills will be permanently installed in the common area.  

9. Windows

a.) No decorations or signs shall be displayed in any window

b.) All window coverings shall be of white or cream color material or shall be lined with white or be accompanied by a separate white liner. No Unit shall have sheets, towels, bedspreads or any other drapery substitutes hanging in any window. Window coverings and hanging rods will be neat and kept in good repair.

10. Bicycles

a.) Any bicycle on Beach Club II property must be kept in good working order (inflated tires, all wheels attached, bicycle seats and handlebars attached, etc.). Bicycles, if left outdoors, should be stored in one of the bicycle racks provided.

b.) The Association will tag bicycles, on Beach Club II property, that appear abandoned. The Association may remove the abandon bicycle in the event repairs have not been made in a timely fashion.

11. Motor Vehicles

a.) Motor vehicles may be washed or cleaned only in such areas, if any, as may be approved by the Association.

b.) No mobile home, trailer of any kind, truck, camper, boat or permanent tent or similar structure shall be kept or placed for a period of more than forty-eight (48) hours, or maintained, constructed, reconstructed, or repaired, upon any property or street (public or private) within Beach Club II in such a manner as will be visible from neighboring property, provided, however, that the provisions of this paragraph shall not apply to emergency vehicle repairs.

12. Front Doors

Entrance doors shall be maintained and kept in good repair by the resident. All replacements or any additions to door hardware must receive prior written approval from the Association. Nothing should be attached to the exterior of the door with exception of holiday wreaths. (The holiday season is from November 15th to January 5th)

13. Insurance

a.) No owner, guest, lessee or other person shall commit any act, which will result in an increase in the rate of any policy of insurance maintained by the Association, or violate any provision in respect to any policy of hazard insurance or liability insurance for the regime.

13.
Landscape
a.) The Board shall have sole control of all planting and landscaping and sole control of all watering

14.
Rentals

a.) No Unit owner shall be permitted to lease his unit for a period of less than six (6) months.

b.) A copy of all leases shall be delivered to the Board of Directors, and/or the company managing the condominium property to be kept in the Associations records. Leases made in violation of these provisions shall be voidable at the option of the Board of Directors.

14. Abating and enjoining violations by Unit Owners

The violation of any rule adopted by the Board or of any Bylaws, or of any provision of the Declaration, shall give the Board the right, in addition to any other remedies provided by law or such Condominium Instruments, (a) to enter the Unit in which or as to which such violation exists and to summarily abate and remove, at the expense of the Unit Owner at fault, any structure, thing or condition that may exist therein causing or constituting such violation, and the Unit Owner is deemed to consent to such entry so that the Board shall not thereby be deemed guilty of trespass; or (b) to enjoin, abate or remedy by appropriate legal proceedings, either at law or in equity, the continuance of such violation. 

15. Costs and Attorneys’ Fees; No Waiver

In the event that legal action is necessitated because of an alleged violation, act, failure to act or violation by a Unit Owner of any rule adopted by the Board or of any provision of the Condominium Instruments, the violating Unit Owner shall be liable to the Association for its costs, including attorneys’ fees, incurred thereby.


In any action against the Association where the Association is the prevailing party, arising out of or concerning the Condominium Instruments or the Association’s obligation(s) thereunder, the Association shall be entitled to recover all costs, including reasonable attorney’s fees.


The failure of the Association or a Unit Owner to enforce any right, provision, covenant, or condition created or granted by the Condominium Instruments shall not constitute a waiver of the right of said party to enforce such right, provision, covenant or condition in the future.

16. Pool 

The Board may make such rules and regulations, as it deems necessary for the use and enjoyment of the pool and pool area.

a.) All persons using the pool or pool area do so at their own risk and responsibility. The Association assumes no responsibility for any accident or injury in connection with such use. Persons using the pool covenant and agree with the owner and Management to make no claim against owners, the Association or Management for or on account of any loss of life or personal injury or damage or loss of personal property.

b.) Admittance to the pool area will be granted only to those currently residing at Beach Club II and their guests.

c.) Resident(s) must accompany guest(s) and remain at Beach Club II pool with guest(s) in order for guest(s) to use pool facility.

d.) Guests will be limited to four (4) per residence without prior approval of the Association. Guests are to be fully advised of pool Rules and Regulations. The homeowner shall bear full responsibility for their guests and their conduct. Homeowners will be financially responsible for damage done by their guests or tenants.

e.) The cost of any property damage may be charged to the party responsible.

f.) The Association will not be responsible for any loss or damage of personal property of any kind.

g.) Tenants agree to hold harmless all owners, the Association and Management from any and all liabilities and actions of whatsoever nature by any tenants or guests growing out of the use of the swimming pool area.

h.) Residents must be held responsible for all actions of their children and guests.

i.) Residents and guests may use the pool facilities with the understanding that they comply with all Rules and Regulations promulgated by the State of Virginia.

j.) Pool may be closed any time due to weather, breakdown of                equipment or other operational defects.

k.) The Beach Club II pool operates on a “Responsible Person” concept. Children under 14 years of age shall not be allowed in the pool without a parent or responsible person. A Responsible Person is defined as an authorized user of the pool who is at least 18 years of age.

l.) Running, pushing, wrestling, ball playing, or any undue disturbance in or about the pool area will not be permitted.

m.) Papers, cigarettes, cigars, refuse must be deposited in receptacles.

n.) Admission must be denied to anyone with skin abrasions, cold, coughs, inflamed eyes, infection(s) or anyone wearing bandages.

o.) The use of propane language or breaches of the peace will not be tolerated.

p.) Stunt diving is not permitted or any diving of any kind.

q.) The Association of Beach Club II reserves the right to refuse entry or deny pool privileges to anyone at its discretion.

r.) These rules may be revised or amended at any time at the discretion of the Board of Directors.

s.) No glass containers or breakable objects are permitted in the pool area.

t.) No pets allowed in pool area or in the pond.

u.) Pool hours are 9:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. No admittance to the pool area is allowed when the pool gates are locked.

v.) No persons are permitted in the pool in diapers, swim-diapers, or pull-ups. Only approved swimwear will be permitted. NO NUDITY ALLOWED.

w.) Those persons covered in sand from the Beach or volleyball court must shower before entering the pool.

x.) Use of radios and tape players is allowed. Please keep volume levels to a minimum. The use of headphones is recommended.

y.) Only pool-appropriate toys are permitted in the pool.

17. Satellite Dish

In the best interest of the Condominium Association and in order to accommodate reasonable installation of Satellite dish antennas while preserving the structure integrity of our buildings, the Board of Directors establishes the following rules and guidelines to be met when installing any external satellite TV dish or other receiving antenna system:

1.) This Satellite Dish Installation Policy shall be published to all owners. So long as the installation of a satellite dish is in compliance with this policy, no advance permission or authorization is needed from the Association for the installation of the satellite dish. If the installation of the dish is not in accordance with these policy guidelines, the owner will be in violation of the Association’s Rules & Regulations and will be subject to a levy of fines, sanctions or the cost of the Association remedying the improper installation.

2.) The dish must not be installed on any common element (roof, siding, exterior walls, fences, trees, balcony supports, etc.)

3.) The dish must be within the interior of the units balcony, patio fence, or shrubbery as applicable and on a free standing post embedded in a concrete filled bucket or other suitable container (not attached to any building or fence structure)

4.) The center point of the dish must be placed at the lowest possible height and angle suitable to attain acceptable signal strength, but not higher than the balcony, patio fence, or shrubbery

5.) Upon removal of the satellite dish, all penetrations to the structure must be filled, sealed and/or restored. All posts, brackets, or braces shall be removed and any blemishes to the exterior unit or ground must be filled, cleaned, removed or otherwise restored to its pre-installation condition.

6.) The Association will hold the unit owner liable for damages to limited common elements or common elements. The Association reserves the right to repair damages and charge the responsible unit owner for the repairs. Any damage caused to another unit is a civil matter between the two unit owners.
